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AVSS Faculty Member Application

The following application should be prepared by a person interested in being an instructor, facilitator, or lecturer at the IAAM ACADEMY FOR VENUE SAFETY AND SECURITY (AVSS) held in the American Airlines Training Center in Dallas, Texas.  
A pool of excellent faculty members is needed each year for AVSS.  Active involvement and activity participation is a requirement.  AVSS is held in February and August each year.  Not all faculty members may be required to teach each year depending on class size and curriculum emphasis.  Faculty positions include Facilitator – leads a discussion group, Lecturer – presents a one topic lecture, and Instructor – leads a discussion group and presents two or more lectures.  Faculty members are selected and approved by the AVSS Committee.

Instructors and lecturers are expected to be experienced presenters.  Every year, each faculty member is required to participate in the review and development of curriculum, textbook, lesson plans and materials for AVSS, and some will be invited to become a member of the AVSS Committee.  The AVSS constantly responds to current needs for safety and security instruction, tools, materials and training in public assembly facilities.  AVSS presents two concurrent years of instruction.  Year 1 is inclusive of the introduction to, and principles of, the basics of safety and security in public assembly facilities.  The concurrent year 2 of AVSS is inclusive of advanced materials for safety and security in public assembly facilities and tools, exercises and materials required to implement safety and security procedures in such facilities.

Faculty members receive a small honorarium, and room, meals, and travel expense reimbursement in accordance with the AVSS Faculty Honorarium Plan.

Preference will be given to faculty applicants who can demonstrate excellence in the ability to lead AVSS students in learning exercises, demonstrate effective group/classroom communications, demonstrate ability to work in a dynamic group environment and productively add to the progress of the academy, and who will commit to the work of AVSS.

Applications will be reviewed and the finalists selected and interviewed by the AVSS Committee.  Interviews may be conducted via telephone or other viable means to enable the AVSS Committee to best evaluate finalists.  The interviews will include an opportunity for the applicants to demonstrate their teaching technique and tell the AVSS Committee how subject matter would be best approached in the classroom.  Successful applicants will be included in the pool from which members of the AVSS Committee will select new faculty members.  IAAM will not bear applicant expenses in any phase of the application/selection process.  There is no application fee.
